THE CROSS-BORDER ASPECT ECONOMIC PARTNERSHIP
BETWEEN KAZAKHSTAN AND UZBEKISTAN IN THE BORDER AREAS

Annotation
The article presents an analytical overview of the economies and border regions of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.
Based on the study of the economic and resource potential of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, a study and comparison of

the economic development of the two countries were conducted, and a comparative characteristic of the development
of border territories was given.
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A comprehensive analysis of trade and economic relations between the two countries was carried out, the
investment opportunities of the countries for joint cooperation and expansion of production enterprises in the border
territories were studied.

The analysis of the foreign trade turnover of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan was carried out, as a result of which a
stable growth of export-import operations between the countries was revealed. Foreign trade turnover in the regions
bordering Kazakhstan — Syrdarya, Tashkent, Navoi — is stable, possibly due to the contribution of enterprises
established with the participation of Kazakh capital. Investment projects are being intensively developed. On the part
of Kazakhstan, investments are directed to the development of banking activities; Uzbek investments are mainly
directed to the development of Kazakhstani production.

The study showed that the methodology of studying the problems of assessing the potential of the border regions
of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan includes a wide range of economic issues that reflect the content of interstate
cooperation, determining internal reserves and opportunities for the development of border territories, the solution of
which requires the development of new approaches, methods and tools for analyzing the development of regions.
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
